ASHBURTON GUARDIAN YOUNG FERNS (Recommended ages 5-6
years)

Ashburton Guardian Young Ferns netball will be held on Fridays,
commencing Friday 6 May, from 4.00pm-4.45pm in the Ashburton College
Gym. Players can just turn up, not in teams, without prior registration and
pay $2 per week, or $10 for six weeks. These sessions will be held wet or fine.
Session co-ordinated by Monique Brake. There will be no Young Ferns Friday
3 June. The six weeks will finish 17 June.

ASHBURTON GUARDIAN FUN FERNS (Recommended ages 7-8 years)
Fun Ferns will be held Fridays, commencing Friday 6 May, at the Netball
Courts from 4pm-5pm. Team coaches will coach for the first half — a session
given to them by the coaching committee. The second half hour is a game.
This system lasts six weeks, after that the teams play a game and will finish at
5pm. There is a meeting for all Fun Ferns Coaches Monday 2 May 7pm-8pm
in the Netball Pavilion. Fun Ferns will run for the 2" school term.

FUTURE FERNS

This grade will play Future Ferns netball all season. Coaches to ensure the
players start in a new position each quarter. There is a meeting for all Fun
Fern Coaches Wednesday 30 March 7pm-8pm in the Netball Pavilion.

DEFAULTS
If you have a team which is going to default try to make the decision by 7pm
Friday, otherwise as soon practicable.

In the case of default, the defaulting team must notify the Netball
Administrator (Audrey Leath) 308 4685 or 3085570 (hm) or 027 3084688 and

opposing team’s club secretary.

REGISTRATIONS

Team registrations must be received fully completed by each player no later
than Friday 25 March 2011. New players not previously registered in Mid
Canterbury must fill in full registration form and sign and returned no later
than Friday 25 March 2011.. If forms are not fully completed they will be
returned to the club and a fine of $30 per team.

All names entered on that first team registration will be treated as full
registrations. Additional registrations shall become automatic once a player’s
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name appears on the score card. However, they will be treated as one, two,
three and four day players until they become a full registration. A player
becomes a full registration on their fifth game. If the player is a Junior Player
playing in a senior grade (afternoon netball), please indicate on the score card
by writing (J) beside name.

A player registered late may be registered in a grade lower than the one she
first plays in. Indicate on the card, before she plays which grade you wish her
to be registered in.

If a fully registered player becomes ill, injured or pregnant before playing four
games, your club may be eligible for a refund. Write as soon as possible, with
the details to the Administrator — Audrey Leath..

Player’s names must be entered in full on the score card, ie first name and
surname.

UMPIRING

Umpiring requirements for 2011

Senior

All senior clubs are to supply one umpire for every three teams entered in the
senior competition. This umpire to be prepared to umpire weekly. They will
receive umpire coaching, and it is hoped they will work towards their umpire
qualifications.

All Premier, Senior A, Senior B and Senior Reserve A grade players will be
required to umpire. If an umpire who is down to umpire is unavailable,
he/she must find a replacement of same standard from her club/team and
advise the Administrator, Audrey Leath Phone 3084685 (office), or 3085570
(hm), cellphone 027 3084688 no later than Friday evening. A umpire session
for all senior club umpires and new umpires will be held Monday 4 April 7-
8.30pm with Anne Marie Leech.

If an umpire fails to umpire her game, or find a replacement, he/she will be
stood down from playing on a Saturday decided by Management
Board / Administrator. Players from these top grades who coach a team may
be exempt from the requirement to umpire, however if teams have co-coaches,
one coach will be required to umpire.

Junior

Senior A, Senior B, Intermediate A, Intermediate B and Junior A and Junior B
grades are to supply an umpire for each team. These umpires are to be
competent enough to umpire the grade they are nominated for. If there is not
an umpire named for each team - this team will be fined $30 each week for
not supplying an umpire. If an umpire who is down to umpire is unavailable,
he/she must find a replacement of the same standard from her club and
advise the Administrator, Audrey Leath Phone 3084685 (office), 027 3084688,
or 3085570 (hm) no later than Friday evening.

If a Junior umpire fails to umpire his/her game, or find a replacement, her
club will be fined $30 for each game she fails to umpire.



There will be a Junior Umpire session for new umpires on Sunday 3 April
2011, at the Mid Canterbury Netball Courts/Pavilion from 10.00m-12.30pm.
This is for all new umpires and umpires Y8 and above who are down to
umpire for their club in 2011.

GRADES - Junior and Senior

Where a club has more than one team competing in the same grade, Clubs to
advise the Competition Committee, via the administrator which team is
deemed the higher team.

No player shall play in a lower team than that in which she is registered — if
she does the team in which she played shall lose that game’s goals and points.
The opposing team will not be awarded the forfeited points. Note: This
includes players playing future Ferns and Fun Ferns.

A player who plays more than four games in a higher team, or a grade than
that in which she is graded, shall become ineligible to play in the original
team or any lower team.

REQUESTS FOR PLAYING TIMES

In general clubs cannot request specific playing times. However, if a club has
a player who works on Saturdays a request may be made not to play in the
first or maybe the last rounds. Every effort will be made to accommodate
these requests, but there is no guarantee it will be possible every Saturday.
These requests must be made in writing at the time of entering teams.
